What should you bring?

- Your U.S. Permanent Resident Card (greencard)

- 2 passport photos with white background

- Dates & addresses of where you have lived the past 5 years

- Dates & addresses of where you have worked the past 5 years

- All Passports (current and old ones) to show dates of travel since getting your card
- Birth certificate (translated)

- Divorced/Widowed Applicants: all certified divorce decrees or death certificate

- Marriage Certificate (if applying after 3 years based upon marriage to US Citizen)

Who can file for U.S. citizenship? You must:

- Have had your greencard for at least 5 yrs. (3 yrs. if married to a US Citizen)

- Been physically present in the US for a total of 2.5 out of the past 5 yrs. (or 1.5 of the past 3, if married to a USC),

- Not absent from the US for 1 yr. or more in the last 5 yrs.(or 3 yrs. if married to a USC)

- Be at least 18 years old

- Lived in GA for at least 3 months

- Be able to speak, read and write English and pass a U.S. history exam

- Be a person of “good moral character” (paid all your taxes, not convicted of certain crimes, failed to pay child support, among
other things)

- You have Criminal Convictions

- You did not timely register for Selective Service (for men between the age of 18-26)
